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TRUSTEES AUTHORIZE
SIGNIFICANT CHANGES IN BABSON

At the April meeting the Board of Trustees voted a Master Plan of Development that will
make significant changes in Babson.

® New undergraduate curricula will be developed, greatly broadening both professional
and liberal arts areas and making limited liberal arts majors possible.

= New baccalaureate degrees will be offered.

® Specialized new programs at the graduate level will be initiated, including a major in
international management, and a center for entrepreneurial studies. A doctoral pro-
gram is contemplated.

= New graduate degrees will be offered.

® An array of special community programs will be launched, including continuing edu-
cation courses for alumni, in-company credit and non-credit courses in cooperation
with industry; summer programs beginning in 1969.

= Babson will continue to strengthen its faculty by the adoption of competitive salary
schedules, required sabbatical leaves and rescheduling work loads.

= Faculty and staff housing will be developed on campus.
= Techniques will be developed to bring about closer student-faculty relationships.

® Methods will be sought through internal research that will enable Babson to innovate

in curriculum development and to improve teaching methods. Business research will
be developed.

= Babson will become coeducational.
= Babson will increase significantly the size of its student body.
= A $5,000,000 endowment for scholarship aid will be sought.

= A building program will be initiated to construct classrooms, faculty offices, library
and dormitories. There will be a complete modernization of existing plant.

The total cost of the program in 1968 dollars is projected at $20.4 million.




Implementation of the Master Plan

The Master Plan is set forth in three phases: Phase I—curriculum and operational changes to
be implemented at once; Phase II—fund raising and construction to commence just as soon
as plans can be completed; and Phase Ill—new programs to be developed.

PHASE 1
The Undergraduate Curricula and New Degree Offerings

In keeping with the best trends in education, Babson will move from a highly specialized pro-
fessional college of business to a much broader-gauged institution of higher learning. Babson
will become a management institution wherein men may prepare to become managers in edu-
cation, hospitals, government, on the international scene as well as in business: and, in fact,
wherever men with a broad liberal education may be needed to manage.

In order to implement this policy, curriculum changes in several areas will commence in
1968 and be completed by 1971: a) the present introductory and intermediate courses in liberal
arts will be supplemented by advanced courses which will deal with subject matter in depth;
b) additional fields of study in the liberal arts will be added, primarily in such fields as social
sciences and humanities, making possible limited majors in these fields; c¢) existing offerings
in the professional areas will be broadened to include all areas of management in addition to
business; d) the faculty will develop interdisciplinary courses by exploring and developing
relationships existing in such areas as psychology and marketing.

At least two undergraduate curricula will be developed: one in which the student will pursue
liberal arts during the first two years; the other in which the student will follow, much as
today, a course of study in which the professional subjects are integrated with liberal arts.
These greatly broadened curricula have the enthusiastic endorsement of secondary school
headmasters and counselors.

The two-year liberal arts curriculum will also make possible the admission of a number
of very excellent junior college graduates whose first two years in college in the liberal arts
can now be fitted into the Babson program, enabling a bachelor’s degree in management to
be earned in two more years.

Of course, the accelerated program, making it possible to earn one’s degree in three years,
will be continued.

New major areas in curriculum, such as majors in social sciences and humanities, create
the need to offer other degrees in addition to the BS in Business Administration. The BA
and BS in such fields as Social Sciences and Humanities will be offered.

The Graduate Curricula and New Degree Offerings

The evening and the day graduate programs are to be integrated at once so that they will
both offer the same courses and utilize the same faculty.

New programs of a specialized nature will be created such as major work in international
trade, entrepreneurial studies, and investments. The contemplated program in international
management calls for internships abroad for American students and internships in America
for foreign students.
