activities,

support to the young businessmen and will
make sure that they will no longer be
threatened to stop selling by the com-
plainee,

South Africa: In Realm of Absurdity

Dr. John A. Rueling, an authority on
African affairs and Secretary to the
Board of Commissioners for Foreign Mis-
sions commented that “the time is not
far off when we will respect African peo-
ple as such and will generate respect for
Negro culture.” He spoke at the opening
of the International Relations Club here
on Campus. His subject was “South Africa
today."

Dr. John ‘A. Rueling has been Presi-
dent of Adams College in South Africa
for 15 years. He was one time President
of Northland College, Wisconsin. At the
present time he is an Inspector of Medi-
cal, Educational, and Agricultural Schools
in Africa privately financed by this coun-
try.

Dr. Raymond H. Wheeler, Chairman of
the Department of Philosphy and Psycho-
logy at Babson Institute, introduced the
speaker, Negroes everywhere “have suf-
fered in one way or another from what
is called slavery,” Dr Rueling explained.
In some places this has taken the form
of colonial exploitations and in others
has appeared as racism. Just as the now-
fading white supremacy mores of Ameri-
can society have in the past served as &
barrier to advancement of colored people,
he said, Colonialism in Africa has served
to hinder Negroes there “from climbing
the cultural ladder.” The former system

was based on paternalism and it allowed
the individual to treat his slaves as human
beings; the flaw of the system was, of
course, the failure to recognize that all
men ure entitled to liberty. But in South
Africa at present, Dr. Rueling commented,
the system as such does not allow for
kindness,

Dr. Rueling declared that “to take
away the rights of a whole group of peo-
ple for reasons of race or color, without
their being able to put up any defense,
constitutes racism.” This is what all coun-
tries are doing to an extent by supporting
the South African government. Not through
sympathy with its policy, of course; but
the United States has its problems in the
South; France its terrible troubles in
North Africa; Holland, Belgium, England,
their own colonial worries, In
